"However
due to administrative reasons the idea of tot - lots had tobe dropped and regrettably
was never entertained again over the years. Circumstances have changed and

people are reluctanttolet their children goout without some kind of security asa
result of which are suffering". Says Mr. Singh.

Before itstoo late, Mr. Singh hopes the few open spaces for kids are restored and
